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Abstract

The purposes of this dissertation were 1) to study the level of characteristics of expertise
teachers, academician specialist teachers, academician teachers, and teachers, 2) to compare
the characteristics of expertise teachers, academician specialist teachers, academician teachers,
and teachers, and 3) to find out the characteristics which discriminate four types of teachers
. expertise teachers, academician specialist teachers, academician teachers, and teachers. The
samples consisted of 320 teachers working in the elementary schools, opportunity extending
schools, and secondary schools located in the northeast of Thailand under Office of The Basic
Education Commission, Ministry of Education. The samples were divided into four categories
. 80 expertise teachers, 80 academician specialist teachers, 80 academician teachers, and 80
teachers who worked in the second semester, during the academic year 2010. The samples
were chosen by selecting 80 expertise teachers firstly, and then selected the other three types of
teachers who had worked in the same school or in the same province with these 80 expertise
teachers.

The research instruments were the questionnaires for measuring ten characteristics of
teachers which were 1) the questionnaire used for measuring the emotional quotient level of
teachers, 2) the questionnaire used for measuring the moral level of teachers, 3) the questionnaire
used for measuring the academic leadership level of teachers, 4) the questionnaire used for
measuring the self-development level of teachers, 5) the questionnaire used for measuring the
level of determination on academic achievement of teachers, 6) the questionnaire used for

measuring the level of inquisitive motive of teachers, 7) the questionnaire used for measuring
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the level of attitude towards teaching profession, 8) the questionnaire used for measuring the
level of teaching material innovation, 9) the questionnaire used for measuring the teaching
ability level of teachers, and 10) the questionnaire used for measuring the level of public
academic service of teachers. The researcher collected all the data by herself. The statistical
methods used to analyze the data were mean, standard deviation, coefficient of variation, One
way MANOVA, and Discriminant analysis.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The expertise teachers had more nine characteristics which were; 1) moral, 2) aca-
demic leadership, 3) self-development, 4) determination on academic achievement, 5) inquisitive
motive, 6) attitude towards teaching profession, 7) teaching material innovation, 8) teaching
ability, and9) public academic service, except emotional quotient of teachers, than the other
three types of teachers, which were academician specialist teachers, academician teachers, and
teachers. The nine characteristics were found in these three types of teachers in the second,
third, and fourth rank, respectively. The teachers had the nine characteristics of teachers at
the least. All four types of teachers had the emotional quotient level at a moderate level.

2. There were nine variables that discriminated the teachers into four typeswhich
were; 1) moral, 2) academic leadership, 3) self-development, 4) determination on academic
achievement, 5) inquisitive motive, 6) attitude towards teaching profession, 7) teaching material

innovation, 8) teaching ability, and 9) public academic service.
