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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the English Vocabulary Learning Strategies
(EVLS) of second year diploma students at Rayong Technical College and to compare the EVLS
of the different grade performance students. The population was 1,124 students. The stratified
random sampling was used to choose 148 participants for high school group and 148 participants
for certificate group from Industry, Commerce and Business Administration, Home economics,
Tourism and Hospitality, and Information and Communication departments. The total number
of participants was 296. The instrument was an English Vocabulary Learning Strategies (EVLS)
guestionnaire. The questionnaire was adapted from Schmitt’s (1997) taxonomy of Vocabulary
Learning Strategies. The statistics employed were frequencies, means, standard deviation, and
t-Test. The finding showed that both groups used similar EVLS. They were using monolingual and
bilingual dictionry, guessing from textual context, and asking classmates for meaning, respectively.
However, the comparision for EVLS’ of the students with high grade performance and low grade

performance had the difference at .05 level.
