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Abstract

The purposes of the research were to compare English writing ability, English grammar
ability, and attitude toward English writing instruction between Prathomsuksa Six students, taught
by Form-Focused Instruction activities and those taught by the traditional English writing method.
The participants were sixty-two Prathom Suksa Six students in the first semester of the Academic
Year 2016 from a Primary School. They were selected by the multi-stage sampling technique
into two groups, for an experimental group (n=32) and a control group (n=30). The instructional
instruments consisted of Form-Focused Instruction activities lesson plan, traditional English writing
method lesson plans, English writing ability test, English grammar ability test,-and an attitude
toward English writing instruction questionnaire. The data were analyzed by using an independent
t-test. The results revealed that English writing ability, English grammar ability and attitude toward
English writing instruction of Prathomsuksa Six students after learning with Form-Focused Instruction

activities were higher than traditional English writing method at the significant .05 level.
