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Abstract

The objectives of this research were: 1) to study the performances of the intentional
teachers of Early Childhood Education students and to study the states of learning management to
enhance the intentional teachers of Early Childhood Education students; 2) to develop the learing
management strategy to enhance the intentional teachers of Early Childhood Education students;
and 3) to study the effects of implementing the learning management strategy to enhance the
intentional teachers of Early Childhood Education students. The research method was divided into
three phases; Phase 1: A study of teachers’ commitment to early childhood education and the state
of learning management to enhance intentional teachers of Early Childhood Education students,
phase 2: Developing a learning management strategy to intentional teachers of Early Childhood
students, and phase 3: A study of the effects of implementing the learning management strategy
to enhance the intentional teachers of Early Childhood Education students. The sample used in
phase 3 was 4" year students from Early Childhood Education program, Faculty of Education, Udon

Thani Rajabhat University. The students were selected by a random sampling of two classes and
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divided into two groups; an experimental group used a learning management strategy plan and a
controlled group used a regular learning management plan. The tools used in this research were
1) a learning management strategy to enhance intentional teachers, and 2) an assessment form of
intentional teachers. The data was analyzed using mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The results of the study revealed that: 1) intentional teacher was the performances of
teachers who are attentive to all situations in the class that they found the usefulness and used
to prepare students to learn the best under the three elements of thinking; thoughtful, purposeful,
and deliberate practice. The result was evaluated by an intentional teacher assessment form which
was designed by a researcher and the experts in a situational assessment form. The results of
the intentional teacher assessment of early childhood education students, the average score was
less than half of the full score. As for learning management environment to enhance intentional
teachers of Early Childhood students as perceived by Early Childhood teachers found over all
scores were high level. 2) Learning management strategies to enhance intentional teachers of Early
Childhood Education students consisted of 7 key elements: 1) name of strategy, 2) background
and importance 3) concepts / theories used in strategic development; 4) principles of strategy,
5) objectives; 6) strategic processes, and 7) measurement and assessment. The learning activities are
organized according to the four steps; step 1: making belief and realizing, step 2: assessing efficacy
and planning, step 3: intently searching, and step 4: stepping toward the intentional teachers. 3) the
effects of implementing the learning management strategy found that; 3.1) the experimental group
and controlled group had scores on thoughtful, purposeful and deliberate practice after class higher
than before class with a statistically significant difference at the .01 level, 3.2) the experimental
group had scores on the score on thoughtful and deliberate practice after class higher than the
controlled group with a statistically significant difference at the .01 level. Whereas, the scores on

purposeful of the experimental group and on the controlled group was not significantly different.
