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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) To study the components and indicators of the
network group management model for improving educational quality in small-sized schools under
the office of Bueng Kan primary education service 2) To study the current and desirable state of
the network group improving educational quality in small-sized schools under the office of Bueng
Kan primary education service 3) To improve the network group for developing educational quality
in small-sized schools under the office of Bueng Kan primary education service. The research
methodology consists of 3 phases as follows: Phase 1: A contextual study of the components and
indicators of the network group for developing educational quality in small-sized schools under

the office of Bueng Kan primary education service. The samples of this phase were 5 connoisseurs.
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They were selected by purposive sampling method. Phase 2: A study of the current and desirable
state of the network group for improving educational quality in small-sized schools under the
office of Bueng Kan primary education service. The samples of this phase were 63 directors and 63
teachers. They were selected by the sample method of using the Krejcie and Morgan table. And
a study of the best practice schools were 5 schools. The samples of this study were 10 directors
and teachers. They were selected by the purposive sampling. Phase 3: The development of the
network group for improving educational quality in small-sized schools under the office of Bueng
Kan primary education service. The samples of this phase were 9 university professors. They were
selected by the purposive sampling method. The instrument used in the research included; the
questionnaire and the structure interview, the record review, and assessment form. The collection
of data was analyzed by using the mean, standard deviation, and the priority needs index.

The results of the research were as follows:

1. The component and indictors of the network group for developing educational quality in
small-sized schools under the office of Bueng Kan primary education service consist of 5 elements
following, 1) the objective contained 9 indicators 2) the participation involved 9 indicators 3) the
network members entailed 5 indicators 4) the leadership and the coordinator consisted of 9
indicators 5) the collaborative activity had 5 indicators. They were all at an exceedingly high level.

2. The current state of the network group for developing educational quality in small-sized
schools under the office of Bueng Kan primary education service was appropriate at moderate level
(x=3.41, SD = 0.74). The desirable state of the network group for developing educational quality
in small-sized schools under the office of Bueng Kan primary education service was appropriate
at the high level (x = 4.39, SD = 0.94).

3. The network group management model for developing the educational quality in
small-sized schools under the office of Bueng Kan primary education service was divided 1) the
concept and the principle objective of model 2) the elements of the network group for developing
educational quality in small-sized schools under the office of Bueng Kan primary education service
consists of the external environment, input, process, output and feedback 3) adoption 4) evaluation
5) the condition of achievement and result of the appropriate evaluation of the network group
for developing educational quality in small-sized schools under the office of Bueng Kan primary

education service was appropriate at high level.
