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Abstract

This cross sectional analytical research aimed to study factors related
to sexual behavior of the lower secondary school students at a school in
UbonRatchathani Province. Stratified random sampling and simple random sampling
were used to select the study samples. Data were collected by questionnaire among
122 students.Binary Logistic Regression at significance level of 0.05 was used for
statistical analysis. The results showed that 27.87 percent of students used to have
sex. The mean age at first sexual intercourse was 13.03 years (S.D.=0.521) and 88.24
percent have sex because of love. Moreover, family relationship, reading sexual book,
going to a night club were statistically significant associated with sexual behavior
of students at p-value = 0.047, 0.042 and <0.001, respectively. Students who had
unhealthy family relationship had more chance to have sexual activities than those
who had a good family relationship (OR = 5.7, 95%CI =1.2-26.4). Students who used
to read sex books had more opportunities to have sex than those who did not
(OR = 5.7, 95%CI =1.0-32.9). Students who went to night club had more opportunities
to have sex than those who did not (OR = 4.7, 95% CI =2.0-11.0). Parents of students
should give guidance on what is important in life, helping resolve problems of their
children and adding important skills to prevent premature sexual relationship.
Finally, self discipline should be raised among the students and proper attitude
on having sex should be implemented in order to prevent the premature sexual

behavior in the future.
