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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to 1) study factors of the arrangement
of retiring activities and the arrangement of retiring activities 2) study the
relationship between factors of the arrangement of retiring activities and the
arrangement of retiring activities, and 3) develop the model of retiring activities
under needs of staff of Rajabhat universities in Bangkok. Quantitative and
qualitative research methods were adopted. The samples were 291 academic
and administrative staff aged between 50-65 years, and the key informants
were 6 executive-level staff. The tools used for data collection included
questionnaires and focus group discussions. Regarding statistics, frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation and Pearson’s Correlation Coefficient
were used for the analysis of the quantitative data, while content analysis
was used for the analysis of qualitative data. It was found that 1) factors of
the arrangement of retiring activities was at a high level overall, and the
arrangement of retiring activities was at a moderate level overall 2) factors of
the arrangement of retiring activities has a positive relationship with the
arrangement of retiring activities at a statistical significance level of 0.001
and 3) The model of retiring activities should match the interests, and benefit
the body and mind of the retiring staff. Moreover, the after-retirement projects

should be monitored consistently every year.
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
