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Abstract

This research is divided into two parts as follows:

The survey research: The samples consisted of 346 government
officers and contract workers (janitors) in Burapha University. The objectives
of this survey research were 1) to measure the level of financial literacy; 2)
to examine the determinants of financial literacy; and 3) to analyze the
factors affecting saving behavior.

The quasi-experimental research: The Pretest Posttest Control Group
Design was conducted. The target group is the janitors. They were divided
into two groups: an experimental group and a control group. There were
15 janitors in each group. The objectives were to improve the experimental
group’s saving behavior by providing a financial literacy training and to
evaluate their performance.

The findings of the survey research revealed that:

In the three components of financial literacy, the level of financial
knowledge score was lower comparing with financial behavior, and financial
attitudes. With the OLS method, it was found that socio-demographics
factors affected the level of financial literacy. Importantly, enhancing financial
literacy was one of the major factors increasing savings.

The findings of the quasi-experimental research revealed that:

After the development training strategy was applied to the experimental
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group, it was found that their overall financial literacy, financial knowledge
and financial attitudes were different significantly from those of the control
group but non-significantly in financial behavior. It was also found that
their intention to save money and actual savings were not different from those

of the control group at a significant level.
