Abstract

The present study examined the associations among participant
demographics, five-factor personality, and dimensions of love. In total, 310
students from Srinakharinwirot University (freshmen to seniors) completed
the set of surveys assessing Big Five personality, Sternberg’s three love
dimensions, and few background questions. Pearson’s correlation, t-test
and F-test were used to analyze the data. The results showed that personality
factors of extraversion, agreeableness and Intellect were positive associated
with all dimensions of love. In addition, emotional stability and conscientiousness
positively associated with intimacy and commitment, whereas both factors

negatively associated with passion.
