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ABSTRACT

Northeast Thailand or Isan is the largest region of the country,
in terms of both area and population. Although the region is
becoming one of the growth areas in economic development
strategies, including in ASEAN Community, its problems of poverty
and inequality continue to be higher than other parts of Thailand.
This study employs qualitative documentary research and
international  political economic analysis to explain regional
development linking international development policies and spatial
development at the national level, especially on the issue of
inequality in Northeast Thailand. There are three findings of the
research. Firstly, the regionness in the Northeast has changed in
accordance with international contexts. The current regional
development, in particular, has created a spatial framework that
facilitates the market system. Secondly, the regional development
has related to capitalism and transforming roles of the state in
overcoming constraints to the expansion of the market. Finally,

according to the theory of uneven geographical development, it is

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difficult to reduce regional inequality because that approach of
development theoretically creates competition between areas to
attract investment and economic activities that can be moved across

borders.
