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Abstract

This article aims to study about the background, development and core
element of food sovereignty concept as well as explore about critical contradictions
of food sovereignty concept compared to the concept of the right to food and food
security. The methodology in this article is documentary review which composes of
primary documents and secondary documents. Primary documents are declarations
of La Via Campesina, food sovereignty movement. Secondary documents are studies
about food sovereignty concept such as study of Windfur and Josen, 2005, study of
Pimbert, 2009, study of Patel, 2009, study of Schanbacher, 2010, study of Beuchelt
and Virchow, 2012, study of Agarwal, 2014, and study of Edelman et al, 2014.
The study results show that food sovereignty is an alternative food concept

developed by transnational peasant and farmer movements in the developing

countries fighting against trade liberalization and neoliberal development as well as
challenging the existing food concept such as the right to food and food security.
The idea of food sovereignty focuses on the right to determine and decide on
agriculture and food systems, in particular the right to produce and the right of
producer. Although food sovereignty has agreed with the right to food and food
security focusing on support people to access to adequate, safe and quality food, its
practices in achieving goals, especially increasing food production and agricultural
trade liberalization are still debatable. Food sovereignty has argued that practices of
the right to food and food security might affect the economic, social and cultural
rights of small producers who have limited resources and lack of comparative
advantage. Therefore, food sovereignty requires to protect the rights of such
producers. However, food sovereignty was argued that it is the fuzzy concept because
its definition is changed over time. It is unclear for whom the right to food sovereignty
is intended, namely the right of the state, the right of community or the right of
people. In addition, food sovereignty is still currently applied by some organizations
and some groups and it isn’t implemented by the state who is the most powerful
unit in determining development policies. Thus, food sovereignty is questionable how

can it bring to the development.

Food: A Basic Human Right: Everyone must have access
to safe, nutritious and culturally appropriate food in
sufficient quantity and quality to sustain a healthy life with
full human dignity. Each nation should declare that access
to food is a constitutional right and guarantee the
development of the primary sector to ensure the concrete
realization of this fundamental right.

Agrarian Reform: We demand genuine agrarian reform
which gives landless and farming people -- especially
women -- ownership and control of the land they work
and returns territories to Indigenous peoples. The right to
land must be free of discrimination on the basis of gender
religion, race, social class or ideology; land belongs to
those who work it.

Protecting Natural Resources: Food sovereignty entails
the sustainable care and use of natural resources
especially land, water and seeds. We, who work the land,
must have the right to practice sustainable management
of natural resources and to preserve biological diversity.
This can only be done from a sound economic basis with
security of tenure, healthy soils and reduced use of agro-
chemicals.

Reorganizing Food Trade: Food is first and foremost a
source of nutrition and only secondarily an item of trade.
National agricultural policies must prioritize production for
domestic consumption and food self-sufficiency. Food
imports must not displace local production nor depress
prices. This means that export dumping or subsidized
export must cease. Peasant farmers have the right to
produce essential food staples for their countries and to
control the marketing of their products.

Ending the Globalization of Hunger: Food sovereignty is
undermined by multilateral institutions and by speculative

capital. The growing control of multinational corporations
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over agricultural policies has been facilitated by the
economic policies of multilateral organizations such as
WTO, Work Bank and the IMF. We demand the regulation
and taxation of speculative capital and a strictly enforced
Code of Conduct for transnational corporations.

Social Peace: Everyone has the right to be free from
violence. Food must not be used as a weapon. Increasing
levels of poverty and marginalization in the countryside,
along with the growing oppression of ethnic minorities and
indigenous populations aggravate situations of injustice
and hopelessness.  The ongoing displacement, forced
urbanization and repression of peasants cannot be
tolerated. We denounce the increasing incidence of racism
in the countryside.

Democratic Control: Peasants and small farmers must
have direct input into formulating agricultural policies at all
levels. This includes the current FAO World Food Summit
from which we have been excluded. The United Nations
and related organizations will have to undergo a process
of democratization to enable this to become a reality.
Everyone has the right to honest, accurate information and
open and democratic decision-making. These rights form
the basis of good governance, accountability and equal
participation in economic, political and social life, free from
all forms of discrimination. Rural women, in particular,
must be granted direct and active decision-making on food

and rural issues. (La Via Campesina, 1996)

Access to resource: Food Sovereignty attempts to foster
and to support individual and community processes on
access and control over resources (land, seeds, credit,
etc.) in a sustainable manner, respecting usage rights of
indigenous communities, particularly emphasizing
women’s access to resources.

Production model: Food Sovereignty attempts to
increase local and diversified familiar production,
recovering, validating and divulging traditional models of

agricultural production in an environmentally, socially
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to their unique and culturally sustainable manner. It supports
circumstances. endogenous agricultural development models and the
right to produce food

3) Transformation and commercialization: Food
Sovereignty protects the rights of farmers, landless rural
workers, fishers, shepherds and indigenous counties to
sell their products to feed their local population. Such
action implies the creation and support of local markets,
and impulse of direct selling or at least with a minimum
of intermediaries, depending on the context.

4) Food consumption and the right to food: Food
Sovereignty protects citizens’ right to consume healthy,
nutritive and culturally appropriated food, which comes
from local producers and is elaborated with agro-
ecological techniques.

5)  Agricultural policies and CSO: Food Sovereignty protects
farmers’ right to know, participate and influence over the
local public policies related with Food Sovereignty.

poor quality and unhealthy food, inappropriate food aid
and food tainted with genetically modified organisms; and
resists governance structures, agreements and practices
that depend on and promote unsustainable and
inequitable international trade and give power to remote
and unaccountable corporations.

Puts Control Locally: Food sovereignty places control
over territory, land, grazing, water, seeds, livestock and fish
populations on local food providers and respects their
rights. They can use and share them in socially and
environmentally sustainable ways which conserve
diversity; it recognizes that local territories often cross
geopolitical borders and ensures the right of local
communities to inhabit and use their territories; it
promotes positive interaction between food providers in
different regions and territories and from different sectors
that helps resolve internal conflicts or conflicts with local
and national authorities; and rejects the privatisation of
natural resources through laws, commercial contracts and
intellectual property rights regimes.

Builds Knowledge and Skills: Food sovereignty builds on
the skills and local knowledge of food providers and their
local organisations that conserve, develop and manage
localised food production and harvesting systems,
developing appropriate research systems to support this
and passing on this wisdom to future generations; and
rejects technologies that undermine, threaten or
contaminate these, e.g. genetic engineering.

Works with Nature: Food sovereignty uses the
contributions of nature in diverse, low external input
agroecological production and harvesting methods that

maximise the contribution of ecosystems and improve
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resilience and adaptation, especially in the face of climate
change; it seeks to heal the planet so that the planet may
heal us; and, rejects methods that harm beneficial
ecosystem functions, that depend on energy intensive
monocultures and livestock factories, destructive fishing
practices and other industrialised production methods,

which damage the environment and contribute to global

Everyone has the right to a standard of living adequate for the
health and well-being of himself and of his family, including
food, clothing, housing and medical care and necessary social
services, and the right to security in the event of
unemployment, sickness, disability, widowhood, old age or
other lack of livelihood in circumstances beyond his control.

(Article 25 of Universal Declaration on Human Right, 1948)

(1) The States Parties to the present Covenant recognize the
right of everyone to an adequate standard of living for himself
and his family, including adequate food, clothing and housing,
and to the continuous improvement of living conditions. The
States Parties will take appropriate steps to ensure the
realization of this right, recognizing to this effect the essential
importance of international co-operation based on free consent.
(2) The States Parties to the present Covenant, recognizing the
fundamental right of everyone to be free from hunger, shall
take, individually and through international co-operation, the
measures, including specific programmes, which are needed:
(a) To improve methods of production, conservation and

distribution of food by making full use of technical and scientific
knowledge, by disseminating knowledge of the principles of
nutrition and by developing or reforming agrarian systems in
such a way as to achieve the most efficient development and
utilization of natural resources;

(b) Taking into account the problems of both food-importing
and food-exporting countries, to ensure an equitable
distribution of world food supplies in relation to need. (Article

11, Paragraph 2, of International Covenant on Economic, Social
