Abstract

The words of “Terrorism” and “Terrorist” were appeared initially from the
French revolution (1793-1794) or the “Reign of Terror” that has uncertain meaning
depends on public perception and interpretation. Terrorism is regarded as a crime
par-excellence; therefore, efficient and proper laws need to be enacted for
proportional coverage of all offences. Laws related to terrorism can be divided into
2 types as international counter-terrorism law and domestic counter-terrorism law.

The international counter-terrorism convention is in form of conventions and
protocols; 19 of them are enacted, whereas 16 are enforced already. United Nations
Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC) gather all of 16 laws and also make them as
model legislative provisions against terrorism to provide countries with guidelines for
enacting their laws to be in line with universal standard.

The domestic counter-terrorism law is such as U.S. Code Title 18 Part |
Chapter113B-Terrorism and the Prevention of Terrorism Act 2005 of United Kingdom.
For Thailand, there are Section 135/1-135/4 of the Penal Code, Anti-money
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Laundering Act B.E. 2542 (1999), Act on Certain Offence against Air Navigation B.E.

2558 (2015), Terrorism and Proliferation of Weapons of Mass Destruction Financing
Act B.E. 2559 (2016) and etc.

The comparison of domestic counter-terrorism laws of Thailand and
international counter-terrorism conventions in accordance with universal standard
found that there are differences in content, definition, offence and jurisdiction. These
may be a problem and obstacle on terrorist prosecution, extradition and international
cooperation in criminal matters; that is significant principle of international counter-
terrorism. Hence, Thailand should enact the counter-terrorism laws in accordance

with international standard.
