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Abstract

Objectives of this study were to study (1) problems of administration of Public-Private
Partnerships Promotion of the State Enterprise Policy Office according to the Sustainable
Administration Concept, (2) improvement guidelines of administration of Public-Private
Partnerships Promotion of the State Enterprise Policy Office according to the Sustainable
Administration Concept, and (3) strategies of administration of Public-Private Partnerships
Promotion of the State Enterprise Policy Office according to the Sustainable Administration
Concept. The Sustainable Administration Concept of 5 aspects: Progress, Technology, Public,

Environment, and Quality of life was applied as conceptual framework of this study.

Methodology of this research was designed the research design as mixed methods
research applying quantitative research as a principal and qualitative research as a
supplementary. The quantitative research was survey research collecting large amount of
field data with questionnaires. The questionnaires passed try out of validity check at level
of 0.90 and reliability check at level of 0.98. Population was all 1,125 persons participated
in the Projects of Public-Private Partnerships of the State Enterprise Policy Office in Bangkok
Metropolis area. Sampling size was all the population. Field data collection was operated
during October 1-31, 2018, and total 935 completed sets of questionnaire which equaled to
83.11 of the 1,125 total population were returned. Data analysis was performed in contingency
table with descriptive approach. Descriptive Statistics exercised were percentage, mean, and
standard deviation. For qualitative data, in-depth interview of 9 experts, selected by the
Snowball Sampling Concept with face to face interview, one by one, of at least 60 minutes

each and structured in-depth interview form, was also applied.

Findings of this research were (1) the major problem of administration was the State
Enterprise Policy Office’ s insufficient coordination with the other organizations for the
Public-Private Partnerships Promotion regarding the progress of the country, (2) the major
improvement guidelines of administration were the State Enterprise Policy Office should
increasingly coordinate with the other organizations for the Public-Private Partnerships

Promotion regarding the progress of the country as well as funding, and (3) the State
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Enterprise Policy Office should establish and apply the strategy of administration of Public-
Private Partnerships Promotion according to the Sustainable Administration Concept as the

Key Performance Indicators and practical implementation. The strategy should consist of 5

aspects, in priority, as follows: Progress, Technology, Public, Quality of life, and Environment.
