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Thai dance and recreation activities for elementary school children
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Abstract

Thai dance was both science and art that were Thai identity since
ancient times. Thai dance was the performance that represented the culture
of Thai people in the past. It was often shown in the amusement or the
carnival that was held in the royal court and the festival celebrations.
