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Nursing Care for Mother with Fetal Occiput Posterior Position
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Abstract

Occiput posterior position is the most
common fetal malposition. Itis a significant health
problem because it is associated with abnormal
labor that may lead to adverse on maternal and
neonatal consequences. Nurse and midwife are
persons who close to mothers during labor and
birth; therefore they must have knowledge and
understanding on assessing health of mother
with fetal occiput posterior position and planning
appropriate interventions. This article is to explain
its definition, causes, risk factors, adverse effects,
diagnosis, management, nursing care, as well as a

case study and nursing care plan for mother with
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fetal occiput posterior position.
