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Concepts and Theories to Study Natural

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Abstract

This article presented the Concepts and Theories to study natural
resource and environment management by using the view of political
economic. First of all it presented concept of Political Ecology which was an
critical analysis on racist power relations of the political objects and actors
with ecology concept. Secondly it presented the concept on Environmental
Conflict, the conflict on environment which was the result from natural
resource blocking by government allocated or social leader. It was the conflict
among genders, class, or ethnicity. The environment problems were political
problems when the local groups of people were intervened and controlled the
natural resource or environment of the group of people by using the power in
managing through the government representative or the private companies.
The conflict between community and ecology system was changed to
conservation or environment development policy by government. So the

conflict was involved with the rights of using environment, access rights,
