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Abstract

This article is intended to describe the importance and benefits of the Response to
Intervention (Rtl), or the Response to Supportive Learning in the 21st Century, the teachers’ roles /
methods in using the response method towards teaching, how to use Rtl, as well as, how to use the
Rtl system to suit the Thai educational context, and to provide an understanding to the
administrators of special education institutes, either integrated or co-education, teaching staff,
teachers of special education institutes in Thailand, to utilize in a positive manner. This is to help
students to respond to teaching and to present their knowledge in Rtl education, in order to create
a positive attitude of the educational personnel in the implementation. This will be in line with the
Education Act B.E. 2542, Revised version B.E. 2545, and the learning skills of the 21% Century, in
order to attain the highest quality and be the most beneficial for all learners. The author hopes that
the understanding of the Rtl system, the response to teaching or the learner-assisted system, as well

as, the opening of the perspective on the limitations of personnel who will need to engage in
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classroom instruction, will reduce the misunderstanding that there is no longer a need for screening
of learners. Therefore, if the teacher is aware and understands in terms of the special needs of each
children, the more they can actively respond to Instruction and Intervention, easier and faster.
