Results of the study are as follows:
1. The shot course training in Thai language for Chinese students’ element was rationale,
course objectives, course content, procedures and evaluation that consistent with the context of

Chinese students with basic Thai. This course appropriateness of expert opinion was highest level ( X
=4.51, SD = 0.34)

2. After to use the shot course training in Thai language for Chinese students in the faculty
of education, Burapha University found that the Chinese students had the time to train in 90 percent.
Chinese students had opinions on teaching and learning pass over criteria 3.50 at the .01 level of

significance (X = 4.30, SD = 0.16)
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
